Our plot of Beaune "Perriéres’
measures 1,32 ha. The clay-limestone soils of "Perrieres’, which are shallow and poor due to the
steep inclination, produce a powerful and structured red wine with a perfect ageing potential.
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- TASTING NOTE Intense in colour, this wine has a complex yet elegant nose of blackcurrant,
liquorice and light oak. It is a rounded wine with elegant tannins and lots of freshness on the
back-palate.
