Situated just south of Volnay and Pommard in the Cote de Beaune, Meursault is the most
extensive southerly white wine commune of the Cote-dOr. Meursault "Goutte d'Or" is the first
Premier Cru found when leavmg the Vﬂlage in the direction of Puhgny Montrachet. The parcel
of vines was given this name ('drop of gold) because of the quantity of flint in the soil. These
flints have both the shape and colour of 'drops of gold. Entirely like the drops of wine which
this land produces! The wine itself is as one would expect it to be with a powerful nose and
rich palate. The wine prefered by Thomas Jefferson.

- TASTING NOTE Our Meursault ler Cru 'Goutte d'Or" 2023, with its brilliant pale yellow
colour, reveals a very expressive nose, with aromas of almonds, toasted notes and acacia honey.
The palate is full and round, with a lovely freshness and notes of marzipan and vanilla.
