Pommard is known the world over for its opulent red wines. Of the 120 hectares of Premiers

Crus in Pommard, "Les Arvelets" only constitutes 8 hectares. The name of this parcel speaks for

itself: it is land cultivated at the bottom of a small valley. Situated on a slope at about 270m

above sea-level, this parcel faces directly south and sits on clay-limestone soils. The rich nature

of this soil explains the excellence of this wine.

Our Pommard 1er Cru "Les Arvelets" 2022 has a ruby colour. Its nose

offers notes of cherry, undergrowth and nutmeg. Its round palate reveals aromas of blackcurrant

and mocha. Silky tannins and great elegance. The finish is very refreshing.
